The Eagle Scout, and his 
parents will be presented a token from the council and will be asked to come to the stage, the 
Scoutmaster is recognized within the audience as well. 
     This invitation will be extended to all Eagle Scouts who had their board of review in the 2007 
calendar year.   
     If your scout is very close to getting his project and paperwork wrapped up, please get it submitted as 
quickly as possible.  We are on a record setting pace for Eagle Scouts this year.  Congratulations to all of 
our Eagles! 

 
October 25, 2007 :  
We drove on until we reached Freedom’s 
Foundation in Valley     Forge, Pennsylvania.  My first impression 
was that there were a bunch of buildings and a really big flag.  Sign in was at 
the Martha Washington Building from 4 pm—6 pm.  We were assigned rooms in the 
Hamilton Building where we unpacked and rested for an hour.  There, I met my roommate, Matt 
Benedict from Townsend, Delaware.  He was a cool guy.  At 6 pm, dressed in full scout uniform, we 
went to the Douglas Mac Arthur Building  for dinner.  There we met Cpl Ronald Rosser and 1st Lt. 
Robert Howard, Medal of Honor recipients.  Cpl Rosser, of Crooksville, OH was recognized for his 
gallantry and above and beyond the call of duty in Korea in 1952.  1st Lt. Howard, of Texas, 
received citation for conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity in action at the risk of his life above and 
beyond the call of duty in the Republic of Vietnam in 1968. 
 
October 26, 2007:  I woke up at 6:30 on Friday morning.  I got dressed and then laid back down 
about twenty minutes.  Then, a bunch of people started making loud noises to wake those who 
weren’t already awake.  We went down to breakfast and then we set off in designated groups to 
clean the Medal of Honor Grove. The Medal of honor Grove contains a acre for each state, plus 
Washington, D.C., and Puerto Rico.  After about 3 hours, we headed back to the dining hall for 
lunch.  Dakota Garey and I decided to pair up to make the work go faster.  We cleaned off five acres 
by ourselves.  After that, it started raining really bad and we were told to head back to the main 
buildings.  We ate dinner and then headed up to the classroom for a meeting.  Next, we headed 
downstairs for some leadership games.  After these events, we all headed to bed.   
 
October 27, 2007:  I forgot to turn on the alarm clock, so I got a rude awakening from the 
clanging pots and pans.  For breakfast, we had omelets and pancakes.  One of the things that we 
had to do was to individually make a list of the 10 things that we thought we would need if we crash-
landed on the moon.  After we joined back into the groups that we were in on Friday, we combined 
all of our lists onto one piece of paper and then each group shared their answers with the whole 
class.  We did this so we could learn from each others mistakes.  After this workshop, we waited 
outside for the bus to come pick us up for the Valley Forge tour.  The reason this is a historic place 
is because George Washington and his troops stayed there during the Revolutionary War.  After 
supper, I had the honor of listening to Mr. Ron Rosser and Mr. Robert Howard.  These two men 
received the medal of honor and they described how or why they got their medal.  They both ssaid 
they got their award because they never gave up and no matter what the odds were, they would 
listen to their leader and they went beyond what they were supposed to do.   
 
October 28, 2007:  On Sunday, we woke up bright and early, so we could get all of our stuff 
gathered up for our long journey home.  So right after we ate we went to the flag ceremony.  
Immediately after this we went to a chapel service where we said our final good-byes to everybody we became friends with over the weekend.  I 
learned a lot from this trip.  But, the most important thing that I learned was that you should live your life with honor no matter what.  And I also 
learned that freedom does not come free because people all over the United States risk their lives for us

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Requirements for a Valid Will—Legal Age and Status 
     This is the first of five articles on requirements for a valid will. This article will discuss minimum legal age requirements and gen-
eral purposes of a will. 
     The first requirement for a valid will is that the person making the will (testator) be of legal age in order to write a will. In most 
states, this means that the person must be age eighteen or older. 
     The state legislature creates the age requirement to make sure that a person has the right capacity to make a will. In order to trans-
fer property, the person should be able to understand the nature of the property and understand the basic purpose a will.  With a will, 
there typically are: 
 

· a provision for payment of any debts, 
· specific distributions, 
· and a division of the residue or balance of the property. 
 

     The testator needs to be old enough to understand the nature of his or her property and the general types of property and amounts 
that the recipients will receive.

10 Rechartering Errors That Can Happen 
 

1. MISSING SIGNATURES.  Make sure the charter is signed at the top by the 
institutional head and at the bottom by the unit leader. Make sure adult 
applications are approved and signed by the charter rep, committee chair, and 
the applicant. 
 
2. POSITION NOT FILLED IN ON ADULT APPLICATIONS.  Be sure to 
indicate whether Bob is the “Cubmaster”, “Den Leader” or whatever. 
 
3. MATH ERRORS.  When counting youth and adults, count those listed on 
the charter, those listed on the overflow sheet, and those who have attached 
applications. Don’t forget to add in the $20 charter fee when totaling the fees. 
 
4. NO APPLICATION FOR NEW INSTITUTIONAL HEADS.  When 
changing Institutional Heads, you cannot simply cross out the former IH and 
write in the new one. An adult application must be completed. 
 
5. MISUSE OF THE OVERFLOW SHEET.  Overflow sheets are for those 
new boys/adults whose applications were turned in at the council service center 
after the charter roster was printed. New boys/adults must have an application 
attached to the charter. 
 
6. APPLICATION FOR TIGER ADULT PARTNERS WHO BECOME V OLUNTEERS. If an adult tiger partner agrees to be 
a leader, they have to complete an adult application, even though their name appears on the charter as an adult partner. 
 

7. SLOPPY, UNREADABLE PAPERWORK OR DISKS WITH INCORRE CT INFORMATION .  Use a pencil when 
completing the charter. Attempting to correct mistakes by scribbling with an ink pen creates confusion. Erasing is much easier. If 
you are using PackMaster or TroopMaster, use the same names for your files that were provided on your application. The computer 
does not recognize nicknames or prefixes used as a first name. If in doubt, check the recharter roster for the correct name. 
 

8. MISSING REQUIRED ADULT VOLUNTEERS .  All charters must have a Charter Rep, Committee Chairman, two 
Committee Members and a Unit Leader (Cubmaster, Scoutmaster, etc.). Cub Scout Packs must also have a Tiger Leader (if you have 
tigers) a Den Leader (if you have Wolves or Bears) and a Webelos Leader (if you have Webelos). 
 
9. WAITING UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE.  Your charter expires March 1st. Turn it in at the February roundtables, so there is 
time to correct errors. Make early appointments to see those people listed in #1. 
 
10. NOT READING HELPFUL HINTS LIKE THESE!  Be sure to use the services of your friendly Unit Commissioner.
