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Requirements For a Valid Will
Proper Signing and Witnessing of Wills

This is the fifth of five articles on requirents for a valid will. This article will
discuss proper procedures for signing a will.

Each state has a statute or law that desctitmeproper procedures for signing a
will. Generally, the person who owns the propertysinsign the will. The person
signing the will, called the testator, and the otparties must acknowledge that the
testator intends for the document to be a will. T#stator must indicate that he or she
intends for the document to be the vehicle to feansstate property when he or she
passes away. In addition, there should be twon @oime states three, witnesses whd
are in the presence and hearing of the persomgjghée will.

After all of the parties have acknowledged tiés is a will, and they are there to
sign the will, the testator signs the will in theepence and hearing of the key
withesses. Then the key witnesses also sign thenatihe presence and hearing of the
testator.

Particularly if the testator is in poor healthis important to follow the procedures
carefully. There have been cases where a will wasalid because the testator was in
one room and the withesses were in an adjacent.riidghe testator and witnesses are
not in the presence and hearing of each othesyilhenay be invalid.
